· Evolved shortly after JavaScript as a means to create dynamic content in web pages

· When CGI was “black magic”

Avantages

· Small file sizes

· Browser support

· No plugins

· No interpreter

Disadvantages

· Browser 4.0 supports

· Different implementation details

· Large learning curve
· Unprotected source code
